Basin aquifer. Our eight active wells pump water from 205 feet to
400 feet below the earth’s surface. Water from these wells is placed
in storage tanks or reservoirs. The water is then pressurized to

move underground through pipes to reach your home or business.

We are pleased to report that our drinking water is safe and
meets federal and state requirements. This report shows our water
quality and what it means. We want our customers to be informed
about their water utility. Regularly scheduled board meetings are
held the first Tuesday of each month at 4:00pm in the conference
room of the District’s business office at 3901 N. Fairview Avenue.
